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topics before shifting in Spring 2024 to “Anti-Racism and Intersectionality,” allowing people to 
apply what they learned the previous semester into action items. We will showcase guest 
speakers who are national experts in race, racism, ethnic studies, and/or critical race studies. 

We plan to have “Racial Literacies” launched in Fall 2023. Furthermore, we intend to 
create public partnerships with community organizations in the Boulder and Denver metro area, 
such as Su Teatro, Latino Alliance, Longmont Museum, Boulder Museum of Contemporary Art, 
Black Box Theater, among others. Here is a breakdown of how we hope the 2023-24 academic 
year will be structured:
